Insert numbers into each horizontal and vertical line
such that they add to give the number in the blagk
triangle. Bottom left trianges refer to verticals, top
right triangles refer to horizontals.

Normal sudoku rules apply, with
one additional rule: the sum of the cells in a dashed cage must equal
the total given for the cage. Each digit in the cage must be unique.
